• communicate with speakers of the

• provide a coherent, satisfying and 
  worthwhile course of study for
  students who do not progress to further 
  study in the subject.
 
Assessment aims
To understand and respond in speech to 
spoken French. The unit comprises:
­ a general conversation where candidates 
will be expected to discuss their personal 
interests, studies and future plans;
­ a topic­based conversation where 
candidates will discuss, with the examiner, 
2 topics from the topic areas.
 
Also, through a range of tasks, to 
demonstrate students' abilities to 
understand spoken French; to 
demonstrate grammatical understanding; 
to read and understand authentic French 
texts; to translate from French into English 
and to write an essay in French.
