FAQs
Why are the dates and times not all confirmed? 
Exact dates and times are currently not confirmed as dependent on venue availability. We will provide information with plenty of time for our students to make arrangements to attend the sessions

Can I attend if I'm in a different year group?
Unfortunately, no. You must be in year 9, 10, 11 or 12 from September 2019

Will lunch be provided and/or will any travel expenses be covered?
With a tight budget for PLACED Academy, we are currently unable to provide lunch for students or cover any travel expenses. However, if we receive some extra funding then providing lunches will be a priority for us. In the meantime, we hope this does not discourage students from enrolling

I have dyslexia, can I attend?
PLACED workshops are accessible for any young person, regardless of any learning difficulties or disabilities. We have had students at previous workshops with dyslexia, ADHD, autism for example, and encourage anyone interested in the built environment to enroll no matter what

Do I need any previous skills to participate in the workshops?
You do not need previous experience of these skills to participate in the workshops. We will teach you all you need to know. All we ask is that you have an active interest in learning new skills

Does an adult need to come with me?
PLACED Academy will be for just young people, and parents or guardians may not attend

Where will the various workshops be taking place? Will they all be in the same place, will they be easy to access via public transport?
Most of our workshops will be taking place in Liverpool city centre and will all be easily accessible via public transport. We have no confirmed locations as of yet, however, we will be sure to provide more information in plenty of time for you to arrange travel. Workshop venues may vary depending on the nature of the workshop, and if we notice we have a significant intake of students from elsewhere; Greater Manchester, Preston for example, we may organise workshops in those areas

How many other young people will be at the workshops?
The size of groups will vary from 3 to 30 depending on the workshop with a mix of students from years 9 to 12. The one day/half day workshops are likely to be smaller groups than the longer four-day sessions, which all participants will attend

What if I can't attend the summer programme? Can I still graduate?
The summer programme is necessary for you to attend in order to graduate and when we choose our students from the pool of applicants, we will give priority to those who can attend the summer programme. However, we may run a four-day October programme for new applicants and students who are not able to attend the summer programme. This will not be confirmed before applicants have been offered their places

Is this an official qualification?
No, you will not receive any official qualifications per say, however, PLACED Academy will be a valuable addition to your CV and further education applications

If I have completed work experience prior to my application for PLACED Academy, can I still use this towards my graduation? How many days must I complete?
Previous work experience will not be valid as part of PLACED Academy. You must arrange work experience after you have officially enrolled. Any work experience counts as two days towards your graduation, and we will request you to provide a short presentation about what you have learnt during your work experience.
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
