Summer Bridging Work

All Year 11 to 12 summer bridging work can be accessed via the VLE, MathsWatch and Educake.

If your
daughter is accepted onto an A Level course (or equivalent), an assigned teacher will mark this work
and provide feedback. We have advised students to only complete bridging work for the courses they
are interested in studying from September. Students can collect paper copies of the bridging work on
results day. All coursing is subject to students meeting the Governors’ Entry Requirements for
Sixth Form.
